Bloom’s Taxonomy revised by Anderson, Krathwohl, and Colleagues’ (2001)

Higher level skills

Create- reorganize elements into a new structure


Generate, plan, produce

Evaluate- come to a conclusion based on standards/criteria


Checking, critiquing, judging

Analyze- subdivide parts into meaningful parts and relate the parts


Differentiating, organizing, attributing

Apply – use procedures to solve problems or complete tasks


Execute, implement

Understand- construct new meaning by mixing new material with existing ideas


Interpret, classify, summarize, infer, compare, explain

Remember- retrieve pertinent facts from long-term memory


Recognize, recall
Lower level skills
